	There are different laws for every type of elections:

For municipal elections: Local Government Council Election Act (Kohaliku omavalitsuse volikogu valimise seadus)
 

For European parliament elections: European Parliament Election Act (Euroopa Parlamendi valimise seadus)
 

For national elections: Riigikogu Election Act (Riigikogu valimise seadus)
 
For referendums: Referendum Act (Rahvahääletuse seadus)
 



	Is there a requirement under law to register to vote? If so, please specify the relevant legislation.
	No, there is no requirement to register to vote.  There is no such obligation in Estonia, and this is not mentioned in electoral laws. Non-Estonian citizens have to be permanent residents of Estonia in order to vote, but do not have to register to vote.

	Is there any limitation foreseen by law which could affect the right of persons with disabilities to vote in European Parliament and municipal elections? Please give details of any restrictions on the right to vote of persons with disabilities, including any link between a particular type of impairment (e.g. psychosocial/intellectual disability) or substituted decision making (e.g. loss of legal capacity, placement under guardianship)and the right to vote in elections.

Does the same law regarding voting rights apply for national, local/regional elections and referendums?
	-Exclusion:  Article 57 of the Constitution of the Republic of Estonia, and Article 5 (3) of the Local Government Council Election Act

-Limited participation: Article 526 (5) of the Code of Civil Procedure

	Do all persons with disabilities have the right, under law, to stand for and be elected to public office, in municipal elections, on an equal basis with others? And in elections to the European Parliament?

Does the same election law apply for other elections (e.g. national, local and regional) and referendums?
	In accordance with the Riigikogu Election Act and the Local Government Council Election Act, a person who has been declared incapable by court concerning voting rights, has neither the right to stand as candidate nor the right to vote.



	Is there legislation in place regulating how people living in long-term institutions may vote?
	For people in long-term institutions who have the right to vote (if they are not legally incapacitated and do not have a prison sentence at the election day), the paragraphs 51 and 52 of the Local Government Council Election Act, paragraphs 44 and 45 of the European Parliament Election Act and paragraphs 45 and 46 of the Riigikogu Election Act apply. 

Generally there are special days foreseen to vote in custodial institutions and there is a possibility to apply to vote at home. In addition, people can vote through the Internet
, which also supports the participation of visually disabled people. Since the Local Government Council elections in 2013, the site for electronic voting www.valimised.ee  meets the WCAG standards.


	Is there a duty under law to provide reasonable accommodation for persons with disabilities in voting procedures? For example, is there a duty to provide assistance at the polling station (e.g. braille or large print ballot papers, independent support person to assist with voting chosen by the person with a disability) or to allow for alternative means of voting (e.g. postal ballots, voting in advance, home-based voting, voting at institutions, mobile voting)?
	The state ensures that the voting procedures, necessary means and materials are appropriate, accessible, and easy to understand and to use in order to enable the realization of the right to vote to all the voters. Alternative ways of voting are offered, e.g. personal assistant, early voting, voting at home, digital voting, mobile voting etc.

Regarding voters with disabilities, the Local Government Council Election Act (Kohaliku omavalitsuse volikogu valimise seadus) includes only two provisions.
 If the person with disabilities is not able to fill in the ballot paper himself/herself then they can ask another voter to do that for them in their presence (§45(5)). The other voter cannot be a candidate in the same election district. Additionally, the ballot could also be deposited by another voter upon the request of the person with disabilities (§45(8)). Similar provisions can be found in the European Parliament Election Act (Euroopa Parlamendi valimise seadus).
 
In addition to the legal provisions, the National Electoral Committee (Vabariigi valimiskomisjon) has provided the option to vote at home if this is required by the person’s health state or age.
 Since 2013, the person can order the ballot box home on the same day of the elections if the request is made before 14:00.
 During the last elections it had to be done considerably earlier. Additionally, it is possible to vote electronically over the Internet. There are no other measures taken to ensure full and independent participation.

	Is there a duty under law for public and private providers of internet and web-based information to ensure that public information is subject to accessibility requirements (e.g. equivalent to Web Content Accessibility Guidelines (WCAG) 2.0 AA standard)
	There is no duty under law to ensure that public information is subject to accessibility requirements. 
 However, it is recommended to public providers to ensure that public information is subject to that. There is a document called “Interoperability of the State Information System”
 composed by the Ministry of Economic Affairs and Communications which establishes that, when developing public sector websites, the WCAG criteria should be aimed.

In the case of the internet, laws do not directly require accessibility, but paragraph 4 of the Public information Act states that public information should be accessible to everyone as easily and quickly as possible.


	Is there a duty under law for public and private providers of media (including newspapers, TV, radio and internet) to ensure that their information and communications are subject to accessibility requirements?
	There is no duty under law for the providers of media (excluding the internet) to ensure that information is subject to accessibility requirements. European Union's programmes (directives) recommend more accessibility to the information, but without clear requirements about the amount, deadlines etc.
 Paragraph 23 of the Media Services' Act
 states that media providers are making their information accessible to the people with visual and auditory disabilities by using subtitles etc., but Estonian Public Broadcasting has taken it as recommendation, not as a requirement.


	Is there legislation requiring that polling stations and voting processes be accessible to persons with disabilities (e.g. a certain percentage of polling stations must be accessible; one polling station per electoral district must be accessible etc)?

Please indicate whether the legislation requires that polling stations and voting processes are accessible for all persons with disabilities or for particular impairment groups (e.g. persons with visual, hearing, physical impairments etc).
	Estonia is one of the few countries in the world where e-voting is carried out in local as well as national elections. The Estonian e-voting system was initiated in 2002, and in 2005 the system was used for the first time for local government council elections. Electronic voting is meant to supplement, not to replace, the traditional methods of voting. The idea is to give voters the possibility to vote from the location of their choice (home or office), without the necessity of going to the polling station.
 It is likely that electronic voting makes it easier for people with disabilities to take part in the elections. The "JAWS" screen reader system is available during the elections for persons with deficient eyesight. 



	Does the law foresee training for election authorities and election officials on non-discrimination on the grounds of disability, accessibility and reasonable accommodation?
	There is no such requirement established by electoral laws. 

	Are all persons with disabilities, including those who have been deprived of their legal capacity, able to access redress and complaint mechanisms in cases where they have not been able to exercise the right to vote?
	Any person can file a complaint about the violation of their electoral rights to the county electoral committee or National Electoral Committee (chapters 11 of the Local Government Council Election Act, the European Parliament Election Act and the Riigikogu Election Act).

If a person is deprived of her legal capacity, then s/he has no right to vote and cannot complain about her/his right to vote.

	Are there mechanisms in place to ensure that disabled people’s organisations (DPOs) are consulted and involved in the development of laws and policies in electoral matters? Please give details of the mechanisms through which DPOs are involved.
	1. On the 13th of December 2012, the Estonian Government approved the Methodology of Impact Assessment (Mõju hindamise metoodika). It does not require, but recommends, consultation with relevant civil society organisations including DPOs if officials consider it necessary.
 

In this document the importance of assessing and considering how the new or adjustable laws are influencing the environment, different social groups etc. is established. 

2. There is a mechanism called Good Engagement Code of Practice (Hea kaasamise tava) which establishes that government authorities have to include interest groups who will be affected by planned laws, (disabled people might be among them), into the law and policy making process. During this process, the planned law will be sent to the affected interest/social groups, who are welcomed to express their opinion regarding provisions affecting them. However, the recommendations made by interest/social groups are not binding.

3. On the 30th of March 2012, the Memorandum of cooperation principles between the Estonian Government and the representative body of disabled people (Estonian Chamber of the Disabled People) was signed.
 

Among other things, the purpose of the Memorandum is to promote the participation of disabled people in the decision-making process at the national and local level. The government, ministries and other public institutions are cooperating and consulting with the Estonian Chamber of the Disabled People, which is an umbrella organisation for approximately 410 organisations in Estonia.
 

4. The Estonian Government is developing the guide for the authors of development plans, which foresees five priority areas when compiling plans. Among these priorities, one foresees more consultations with disabled people.


	Have national judicial redress mechanisms considered any cases related to the right to political participation of persons with disabilities?

	There are no cases.



	Have national non-judicial redress mechanisms (e.g. National Human Rights Institutions, Equality Bodies, Ombuds institutions) considered any cases related to the right to political participation of persons with disabilities?

	There are no national non-judicial redress mechanisms following consultation with the Estonian Chamber of Disabled People and with the Estonian Electoral Committee and a review of the annual human rights reports.
  

	Is information about how and where to complain in the case of problems with exercising the right to political participation accessible to all persons with disabilities? 
	The right to complain applies equally for every person with the right to vote. However, there might be some difficulties, considering that the information about complaining on the National Electoral Committee website does not meet accessibility WCAG standards.

What was the voter turnout rate for persons with disabilities in the most recent national elections? How does this compare with the voter turnout rate among the general population?
	This data is not collected officially; also no relevant surveys where questions have included both disability and turnout have been conducted. Following the Estonian Chamber of Disabled People, the voter turnout rate for persons with disabilities might not differ much from the overall voter turnout. In addition disabled people are invited to be active at elections (in terms of giving one's vote and running for an office). 

	How many members of the current national parliament identify as having a disability?
	This kind of data (being sensitive personal data) is not collected in Estonia.
 

	How many members of current municipal governments identify as having a disability?
	This kind of data (being sensitive personal data) is not collected in Estonia.


	What proportion of polling stations is accessible for persons with disabilities? Please indicate whether polling stations are accessible for all persons with disabilities or for particular impairment groups e.g. persons with visual, hearing, physical impairments etc)
	The official statistics about the accessibility to polling stations is not collected.
 Polling stations are appointed by local governments, and most of them are accessible with a wheelchair.
 The electoral committee of Tallinn made an overview of the accessibility of planned polling stations in 2012 and the results were the following: 57% of them were easily accessible with a wheelchair and 25,8% were accessible with difficulties (which probably means they were accessible only with someone else's help).
 The findings of this overview are not publicly available.



	Does the website to provide instructions for voting and information on candidates run by the ministry responsible for organising elections meet accessibility standards (e.g. equivalent to Web Content Accessibility Guidelines (WCAG) 2.0 AA standard
)?
	There is no official document or statistics, but in the research about "The study of the availability of the webpages of the public sector" (Avaliku sektori veebilehtede käideldavuse uuring) –the next the next one is planned to be in the end of 2013-, the webpage of the National Electoral Committee has been found not to meet the accessibility WCAG standards. The problems (which have been found to be rather minor) are presented in the report on page 428.
 



	What proportion of main public and/or private television broadcasts providing instructions for voting and information on candidates has national language subtitles?
	The Estonian Public Broadcasting did not have subtitled programs in 2009, except bilingual debate series about the current state of affairs (called “The Jury”, “Vandekohus”). At the moment, the Estonian Public Broadcasting transmits programs related to politics and elections equipped with subtitles about 10 hours per week (programs discussing current affairs such as "Foorum" (Forum) and "Vabariigi kodanikud" (People of the republic) are also included).
 

	What proportion of main public and/or private television broadcasts providing instructions for voting and information on candidates has audio description?
	Starting from June 1st 2013, all broadcasts in foreign language and Estonian broadcasts with foreign language sections are equipped with audio description (subtitles read aloud). This is not stipulated by the law per se, but is more of a voluntary development guided by European programmes/guidelines. In the development plans by the Estonian Public Broadcasting the guidelines to be more accessible are generally included. During the last elections in 2009 and in 2011, audio descriptions have not been used.
 This information relates only to public television.

	What proportion of main public and/or private television broadcasts providing instructions for voting and information on candidates has sign language interpretation?
	Once a day, there is a daily news programme (which might include some information about elections during the pre-election period), at 19:20 on the National Television (ETV), which is equipped with a sign language interpretation.


	How many political parties, out of the total who participated in the most recent European Parliament and municipal elections, made their manifesto/campaign material accessible to persons with disabilities (e.g. large print, braille, easy-to-read, audio versions etc.)?
	Party manifestos are not available in accessible formats on parties ‘websites.
 No data was available from political parties but following the Estonian Chamber of Disabled People parties don't take into account the special needs of the people with disabilities in forwarding their campaigns visually etc.


	What proportion of public authority national and municipal buildings is accessible to persons with disabilities?
	All public buildings should apply the regulation which requires the accessibility of the public buildings to persons with disabilities.
 However, the actual proportion of accessible buildings is unknown (no data collected), though organisations of disabled people have started to map the accessibility (for instance, the purpose is to map 400-600 buildings in Tallinn).
 

	How many complaints related to infringements of the right to political participation of persons with disabilities were recorded in 2012? What proportion of these complaints was successful?
	This kind of data is not gathered. Following the National Electoral Committee, there have been no such complaints in 2012, but this should not be higher than very few cases.
